Tips to keep fleas at bay

The hot humid weather we have recently experienced is not only uncomfortable, it provides the perfect environment for flea populations to explode.

Seeing a dramatic increase in people experiencing frustrating problems with out-of-control flea populations on their pets.

Here are a few tips to help pet owners.

First, it is advised that pet owners ensure they use effective flea control products all year round – even in winter.

By ensuring your pet is treated for fleas, when the warmer months arrive there are no flea eggs waiting to hatch in your home. It only takes a few fleas to hatch thousands of eggs.

Pet owners should continue to persevere with flea prevention products.

Flea collars or powders are generally not recommended by vets as these products have now well and truly been superseded by several other more effective flea preventatives. 

Ideally a combination of oral (tablet) and topical (applied directly to the skin) treatments are recommended as this ensures adult fleas on your pets are killed as well as stopping the breeding cycle of the flea by preventing them from producing viable eggs.

Continuing to use these products for the entire year is imperative if pet owners are serious about continuous flea prevention.

Many once-a-month topical treatments can safely be used more frequently when fleas are rampant. However, it is always important to discuss this with your vet to clarify safe doses for these products.

As the cooler weather approaches it is advisable nnot to become complacent about flea prevention so a repeat of any flea outbreaks can be prevented next summer.

Year round flea treatment is by far more effective way of ensuring both your pet and home remain a “flea free zone”.
